RULES
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. Please bring exhibits in inexpensive containers no larger than 12” in diameter except where noted.
. No purchased flowers accepted.

. All arrangements must have background foliage or offset specimen.

. Dried arrangements must be new this year, not previously exhibited.

. No artificial plants or artificial accessories may be used.

. Coffee table arrangements must have a 360° view

. Clean and groom all plants. Be sure that they are free of diseases, insects, and spray residue.

. Class points are as follows: Blue — 5; Red — 3; White — 1

Large mixed arrangements in container 6 inches tall or taller
Small mixed arrangement in container under 6 inches

. Arrangement of marigolds

. Arrangement of dahlias

. Arrangement of roses

. Arrangement of zinnias

. Mixed arrangement in novelty vase

. “Summer Garden” mass arrangement
. Arrangement for a coffee table

. Marigolds in a cup and saucer

Any other flowers in a cup and saucer

“Lonesome”, single stem with bloom and one separate foliage
Weathered wood using roadside material

Dried roadside beauty (natural)

Dried yard or garden material

Arrangement of foliage (using 3kinds of foliage)

Summer flowers using figurine built into arrangement
September - autumn colors and foliage

October - orange and black predominating

November — a combination of flowers/fruit and /or veggies
December — candles with evergreen foliage (not artificial)
